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What do Food4Macc Volunteers Do?
We have roles for both those who love practical outdoors work, and also roles for those with experience of growing food but who may no longer have the time or energy for practical work – give us a call if you could be a mentor to guide an inexperienced gardener! 

Practical Work

Our volunteers work as a team on practical outdoor projects related to fruit and vegetable gardens in and around Macclesfield. We are a very friendly group and always have a laugh.  
We have appointed project leaders for each of our sites and they decide what we aim to achieve at each session.  We ask volunteers to support the project leader’s plan for the day, and to subscribe to the aims of Food4Macc as set out in its constitution.
We expect volunteers to take responsibility for their own safety and to take care for the safety of other volunteers. The project leader will discuss safe working with the team at the start of the session, and volunteers agree to accept the project leaders’ authority.  There is a 3 page leaflet on safe working practices that we ask you to confirm that you have read it before you start work. (You can see it here). Food4Macc has public liability insurance.
The sessions normally last about 4 hours, but some people do a shorter session. Sessions are mostly during the day time, but evening sessions are arranged during the summer.  We can often arrange shared transport to the site if required. The sites are not owned by Food4Macc and we need to respect the land-owners wishes.
