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Agreement for Garden Sharing
This document does not aim to be a legally binding contract, but rather a clarification of the expectations of the two parties entering in to an agreement.   It is not written by a legally qualified person, and the parties may edit it as they so wish before signature.
Food4Macc is not a party to this agreement, nor does it take any responsibility for the actions of the parties.

1. The Owner agrees to allow the Grower access to the defined area of land (see attached sketch) for the purposes of growing fruit and vegetables.

2. The Grower may not invite other people on to the site without the permission of the Owner.

3. The Grower will ensure the site remains free from weeds, litter and rubbish, and is maintained in a proper state of cultivation 

4. No nuisance or annoyance shall be caused or permitted to the Owner or neighbours, by way of noise or behaviour.
5. No bonfires will be lit; garden waste will be composted or otherwise disposed of by the Grower.

6. No obstruction or encroachment shall be permitted on any adjacent path or footways. Vehicles will be parked with consideration for the Owner and neighbours.

7. No trees on the site shall be felled, cut or pruned without the prior written consent of the Owner.
8. The Grower shall have free access to the site during the hours of daylight with the exception of the following times:-

9. The site will be left tidy at all times, with garden rubbish disposed of appropriately, and tools taken away or stored in the agreed place.
10. The owner reserves the right to exclude the Grower from the site from time to time to permit private enjoyment of the garden.  The Owner will give at least one week’s notice of such events. and will water the plants in accordance with the grower’s instructions on those days if required.

11. The Owner agrees to take reasonable steps not to damage any plants of the Grower.
12. In return the Owner asks for a small share of the produce – usually less than 20%

Termination

1. It is acknowledged by both parties that there is a risk that due to unforeseen changes in the Owner’s circumstances, it may not be possible to continue the sharing agreement indefinitely.

2. However, the Owner agrees that as far as is possible the Grower will be given the opportunity to harvest crops that have been sown or planted, and be given a minimum of one month’s notice.
3. If the owner deems that the Grower has ceased to tend the site, then he should give the Grower 1 month’s notice in writing of his intention to terminate the agreement and inform Food4macc of his intention.
4. The agreement can be terminated for any reason by either party by giving 6 months notice in writing.

5. The Grower may terminate the agreement at 1 week’s notice, but will relinquish any claim on any produce growing there.

6. The Grower should advise Food4Macc of their intention, so as to create the opportunity for another grower to be found.  The Owner would be under no obligation to accept another grower.
